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1000-yard range in the plan for second Austin Rifle Club property 

A long-term plan to purchase a second property capable of allowing for a 1,000-yard range moved ahead this summer 

with the development of a footprint that includes what Range Safety Officer David Hales describes as a ñChristmas List of 

club wishes.ò 

The working proposal before the Board of Directors calls for keeping the current Austin Rifle Club range, but purchasing 

a larger tract of land further from urban encroachment and developing a new, competition -ready, range our children and 

their grandchildren can enjoy.  

The second range could conceivably be divided into four separate ranges, as seen in the accompanying architectural ren-

dition.  This footprint would require a little more than 300 acres.  The committee is working on alternative ideas to com-

pact the venues into a smaller overall configuration.
