The AK 4̀7, and its variants, is 

currently unavailable to the 

general public in the U.S., very 

few were imported into the coun-

try and those that did got 

snatched up by collectors. So 

what are those rifles seen at the 

gun shows? Those are mostly 

rifles made up of salvaged east-

ern bloc surplus rifles that have 

been cut up in Europe and ex-

ported as parts.  

These rifles are either built by a 

manufacturer here or in some 

cases by and individual. Yes, an 

individual can build one and 

someday legally sell it, as long 

as this is not done as a òcottage 

business.ó This leads me to the 

point of this article; whatõs junk 

and what isnõt. 

First, let me point out that the 

AK was always meant to be a 

cheap, easy to shoot weapon that 

needs very little training to use. 

Most parts are pressed or riv-

eted on the rifle, including the 

barrel! Not to long ago a friend 

just had to have one. He browsed 

various dealers in town and then 

went to the gun show. Well, to 

make a long story short, he 

found his treasure. A Romanian  

AK. I got a call later on that his 

jewel would not cycle. The bolt 

wouldnõt close to battery. I took 

a look and the receiver was not 

quite square! I told him the sad 

news, to repair his ônewõ gun it 

needed another receiver. Luck-

ily ,in his case, the same dealer 

was at the next show and took 

the rifle back and gave him an-

other.  

So hereõs what you do to make 

sure you donõt get a lemon. First, 

buy or borrow a head space 

gauge (Brownellõs is a good 

source), second, get a decent 

bore light. Off we go to the show.  

Now at the show or dealer hereõs 

what you do. Check out the over-

all appearance. If it looks bad, 

pass it on. Donõt be fooled by all 

the grease, this was put on as a 

gimmick to resemble a stored 

weapon. Have the dealer cut the 

wire tie and cycle the action 

enough times to make 

sure it locks smartly 

and the safety works. 

If you got this far, slip 

in the head space 

gauge and see if allõs 

good in the chamber. Lastly, look 

in the barrel, a lot of these bar-

rels have been used heavily, if 

itõs greasy to the point that you 

canõt see rust or bulges, have the 

dealer run a patch thru it.  

If the dealer wonõt let you do all 

the above move on, heõs got 

something to hide! You wouldnõt 

buy a car without checking it 

out, so why would you buy a gun 

the same way.  

Following these common sense 

rules ought to get you a function-

ing, safe AK variant.

Small-bore F-Class keeps things fun at ARC

F-Class is a rapidly growing sport in 

which the shooter engages a target 

1000-yds away from the prone posi-

tion using both a front and rear rest.  A 

few of us at the ARC have tried this 

new shooting venue and found it very 

exciting, as well as a real chal-

lenge.  Unfortunately Houston has the 

closest range. That’s why we’ve intro-

duced our own small-bore version. 

We call it Small-Bore F-Class.  We 

have placed a 50-yd small-bore rifle 

target at the 100-meter line on Range 

E. We lay down on the slab behind our 

trusty .22 rifle and have at it. 

Many of us thought this would be too 

easy in comparison to the challenge 

that 1000-yards provides. We were 

wrong, as the target pictured shows. 

The wind, even on 

a mild morning, 

can play havoc 

with your 

scores.  This tar-

get is a 92 with 

no X's. Notice the 

two small groups 

shot on each side of the X-ring. They 

were the product of shooting under two 

slightly different conditions and not 

being able to bring either condition 

into the center.  Subtle changes, if not 

accommodated, will send your bullet 

out of the group sometimes by several 

inches.  The flier at 11-o’clock in the 7-

ring was a shot that was the first out of 

a cold barrel.  Unlimited sighters are 

allowed.  That shot is an example of 

why you should take advantage of a 

few sighters.  It turns out that there 

are so many factors and variables at 

play in this game that the cake-walk 

we originally anticipated will probably 

never happen.  Instead, what we have 

found is an equally fun and challenging 

game to test our skills and equip-

ment.  Of course everything that we 

learn at the ARC 100-m line applies 

directly to the 1000-yd match in Hous-

ton.  Reading the condition, testing your 

equipment, and improving your tech-

nique all come together to make you a 

better shooter.  After each target is 

fired the shooters freely discuss with 

each other what is working and how we 

plan to learn from that last target to 

better their next one.  It is a friendly 

atmosphere; perfect to help you get 

started in the game and to learn more 

about rifle marksmanship.  

  

   We shoot the Small-Bore F-Class 

Match on the 3rd Sunday at 9:00 on 

Range E.  A rifle capable of target 

accuracy is recommended and a qual-

ity scope will also help in acquiring the 

targets at 100-m.  You are allowed to 

shoot either from a Bipod or off a rest 

under the forearm of the rifle.  You 

may also have a rear rest employed 

under your rifle. A mat or tarp will 

keep you comfortable and out of the 

dirt.  Come out and shoot with us and 

we will help you get started in this ex-

citing new game.   

  

    This match is followed at 1:00 with 

the Small-bore Rifle Silhouette match 

where you can shoot the same 

trusty .22 at steel animals at varying 

distances from 40-m to 100-m. Make a 

day of it.  We will have lunch avail-

able at the range between 

match.  Bring the kids. We 

have opportunities designed especially 

for kids to help them get started and to 

learn right along side the old-timers. 

 

Schedule: 3rd Sunday of each month at 9:00 am, 

Range E. 

Match 1: unlimited sighters + 10 shots, 15-min. 

Match 2: unlimited sighters + 10 shots, 15-min. 

Match 3: unlimited sighters + 10 shots, 15-min. 

Match 4: unlimited sighters + 10 shots, 15-min. 

Match 5: Aggregate of Matches 1-4. (40 shots for 

score) 

Match Director: David Hailes;

Entry Fee: Adult = $5:00,  Junior=$3.00 

Ammunition: .22 long rifle only. 

Chamber Flags: An Empty Chamber indicator (ECI) 

is required to indicate the bolt is open and the 

chamber is    empty unless the rifle is in a case. 

Entries: Range Capacity is 20 shooters. Practice 

may be fired prior to beginning of 

match. Registration    will begin at 8:30  

Rules:  Current NRA High Power Rules will govern 

as appropriate in a Small-bore set-

ting. Competitors    will score the target to their 

right and the far right shooter will score the far left 

shooter.
